IRF Executive Roles & Responsibilities
A one-page report comes to Members each
month summarising activities of the
Executive for the previous month and
listing priorities for the coming month. At
the end of each year these are compiled
and trimmed into ~8 page documents that
summarize the monthly activities over the
year. These annual summaries provide an
overview of IRF activities back to 2003,
and are available on request.

The context of Part-D is clear
from the ‘Rogaining 2010 & Beyond’
document which is the most recent
Strategic Plan for Rogaining.
